Are You Liable for Your Dog’s 
Aggressive Behavior at the Dog 
Park? 

The Answer is YES!
 
There are times when your dog will be playing with another 
dog and all of a sudden, it appears aggression is showing� 
Most dogs are not aggressive at the dog park because they 
are not on their own territory, but dog �ghts can and do 
occur - you may be able to help reduce them. 
If you see an aggressive dog at the park � you can approach 
the owner and request they leash their dog or leave the 
park.  You can also watch the dog savvy people at the park 
� they can help you to see indications of an impending 
squabble. Redirecting the dog�s attention at exactly the 
right moment can make all the di�erence. Your tone of 
voice and your body language will also make a big di�er-
ence. Keep calm, don�t praise fearful or aggressive behavior 
by �soothing� the dog with petting and cooing sounds. 
How can you help to prevent aggression?  The primary 
goal is simple - never allow any dog to achieve dominant 
status over any adult or child. If dogs always know their 
social ranking and are never allowed to challenge people, 
they will usually be good family members.  As an owner, 
you can also help prevent aggression by socializing your 
dog with children, other dogs and other adults very early.  If 
you own an older dog, don�t worry � you can still teach him 
new tricks.  Simply reinforce the good behavior and provide 
mild discipline for bad behavior.  Dogs should earn every-
thing they receive from their owners � this will remind your 
dog that you are the boss/alpha. 
Dominant dog behavior indicates the following symptoms:
•   Flattening of the ears
•   Excessive barking;
•   A tendency to snarl, growl, or snap to protect food;
•   Over-protectiveness of possessions;
•   Fearfulness in new situations or around strangers;
•   Severe attacks on other animals, such as cats or livestock;
•   Attempts to mount people or other dogs;
•   Snapping and snarling when petted, groomed, or lifted;
•   Frequent attempts to chase objects such as bicycles/cars
•   Repeated escapes from home and roaming free 
Just a reminder - If you bring an aggressive dog to the 
Omaha Dog Park and someone is bit or hurt as a result of a 
dog �ght � you are liable for this!
